1. PN 14-273, Harvest Subdivision, 1680 East Natoma Street, Rezone, Vesting Tentative Subdivision Map, Vesting Tentative Parcel Map, Planned Development Permit and Consideration of a Mitigated Negative Declaration 
To be continued to the February 18, 2015 Planning Commission Meeting. A Public Hearing to consider a request from The Lewis Land Developers LLC for approval of a Rezone, VTSM, VTPM, and PD Permit for development of a 121-unit single-family residential subdivision on a 46.9-acre site located at 1680 East Natoma Street. The zoning classification for the site is A-1-A and the General Plan land-use designation is SF. An Initial Study and Mitigated Negative Declaration have been prepared in accordance with the requirements of the California Environmental Quality Act. The project is categorically exempt under Section 15301 Existing Facilities of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA).
